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Lamaro’s occupies an enviable position opposite Howe  
Crescent Park in Melbourne’s leafy inner suburb of South Melbourne.  
From a very rundown and claustrophobic interior the brief was to 
transform the Bayview Hotel into a preeminent and up-market Gastro-pub 
with sufficient quality in its offer to attract the local business community 
and private patrons who were looking for more than the typical clinical 
fitout that pervades inner city venues.

The resulting interiors are a rich tapestry of spaces and finishes offering  
a 80 seat restaurant, conservatory, wine rooms, cocktail bar with 
executive-let apartments above.

The 1930’s façade has been sensitively renovated to heritage requirements 
and marks the perfect frame for the sympathetic interiors beyond.

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The reinvention of an iconic South Yarra venue. 

The overriding aim has been to create a standout all day dining venue with 
some serious pub credentials so that the primary focus is a top quality and 
inventive dining experience within a pub.

The whole building has been opened up so from the front door there is a 
clear line of site through to the rear fireplace and conservatory area. The 
aesthetic is a simple but rich palette of finishes with consistency between 
areas. Dark timbers, are offset by black steel, pressed glass light fittings 
and pale walls. Warm leather and richer tones create intimacy in the dining 
room, whilst the Archer room is lighter and brighter with an outdoor feel. 
The rear main bar is robust but with strong detail and opens onto a bright 
terrace area in monochromatic tones. The dark oak floor unifies all areas.

The brief for the level 35 Atrium Bar was to transform an underperforming 
bar into a key destination space with its own character within the umbrella 
of the Sofitel brand.

Rich tones combined with highly decorative nickel screens and light 
fittings provide an environment that has a strong theatrical feel especially 
at night.

The new iconic bar constructed in zinc and matching grey marble 
with classical over scale forms as the basis of the design, provide the 
primary focus. Lit ice wells and the back bar create the backdrop for a 
sophisticated drinking experience.
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A contempory refurbishment of an existing ‘Flinders Lane Bar’. Built over 
two levels, the brief called for a range of spaces to suit a sophisticated but 
diverse crowd. Private spaces, separate chill out zones and outdoor areas 
compliment the striking upstairs bar and dance floor on the lower level.

Yu Restaurant offers the discerning diner a varied and rich dining 
experience in a contemporary interpretation of Asia. The brief for Yu 
Restaurant, at Perth Burswood Casino, was to simply make it the best 
Chinese restaurant in Perth.

From its symbolic moon gate entry over the black granite river littered 
with polished gold coins, to the private rooms catering for the high 
rollers, the restaurant offers diners an experiential journey of strong 
Asian influenced design within a contemporary framework.
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Transforming the existing high roller suites into a hip new cocktail bar 
proved to be more like the refurbishment of a historic home than a 
complete renovation. The solid timber panelling and rich detail of the 
existing salons provided the perfect backdrop to the inclusion of cocktail 
bars, rich fabrics, quirky fittings and private Karaoke rooms. The resulting 
darkly theatrical, slightly Gothic interior has proved to be an instant 
success with Perth’s party set.
